 FEDERAL ISSUES 
 
Discussion Perkins Funding

Discussion Federal Initiatives: Earmark in 2004 Federal Budget 
 
 A proposal was sent to Senator Kohl and Representative 
 Kleczka for review.

 STATE ISSUES 
 
 Bills Introduced 
 
Discussion State Budget Bill (SB44) 
 
 The Joint Finance Committee begins work on the budget 
 on April 22.  Mr. Elverman will advise the committee of 
 the precise schedule. 
 
Discussion Legislation Regarding Tuition Payment by 
 Nonresidents (AB95) 
 
 This bill is not expected to be considered in the near 
 future.  Mr. Elverman will continue to monitor the bill. 
 
Discussion Authority of WHEFA To Issue Bonds (AB79) 
 
 The bill passed the Assembly on March 18th and is in the 
 Senate Committee on Education, Ethics and Elections.  
 Mr. Hartung will report back to the committee with an 
 analysis of its possible impact on MATC. 
 
Discussion Advanced Technology Center Legislation (AB204) 
 
 There will be a hearing on May 20, and a favorable 
 response is expected. 
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Discussion UW Regents Appointment by Technical College 
 Districts (AB208) 
 
 This bill has been revised to organize the UW Regents 
 appointments by CESA Districts.  There will be a hearing 
 on May 20th. 
 
Discussion Limiting Technical College Presidents’ 
 Compensation (AB236) 
 
 This bill was introduced but is not scheduled for a 
 hearing. 
 
 Youth Options Program Modifications (AB183)

 position taken by the Wisconsin Technical College 
 District Boards Association.
