Discussion Ms. Wilson explained the concept of this task force.  Mr. Rackham stated that the full 
committee broke into three separate workgroups to discuss community engagement, 
facilities, and operational and organizational structure.  Dr. Davis attended today’s 
meeting and thought is was very productive. 
 

 F-4 DTV Transition Update 

Discussion Mr. Bromberg informed the committee that on September 1, 2008, MPTV’s digital 
stations will be realigned to allow the digital and analog stations of channel 10 and 
the digital and analog stations of channel 36 to show the same programs. 
   
Mr. Bromberg and the general managers of all the local commercial stations got 
together and recorded two 30-second spots informing the public about the digital 
transition.   
 
On September 15 at 6:58 pm MPTV will participate, along with Milwaukee area 
commercial stations, in a roadblock analog shutoff in which all the stations will 
perform a mock shut off of their analog stations for a few minutes directing viewers 
to see whether they have a signal or not in those few minutes, and if they do not - 
tell them where to call to make sure they get the information they need about the 
analog shutoff.  This roadblock event has been tried in several markets with lots of 
publicity, and we expect it to generate the same in our market.
