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MATC schedules seasonal flu/pneumonia vaccines for students, faculty & staff

The seasonal flu vaccine will not protect people against the 2009 H1N1 influenza virus.  The Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) encourage people to get the seasonal and H1N1 flu vaccines.
Milwaukee Area Technical College has scheduled a series of seasonal flu and pneumonia vaccine sessions. The cost for a flu vaccine is $30 and $45 for a pneumonia vaccine. MATC PPO insurance participants should bring along their insurance card and pay the fee at the time of service. Insurance paperwork will be submitted by MATC.  HMO insurance participants will need to get the vaccine at their physician’s office.
