MATC Foundation
Public-Private Partnership

Since 1979, public-
private partnerships 
have been formed 

through the MATC Foundation Inc., a 501(c)(3) nonprofit 
corporation, to raise funds for programs that cannot 
be supported by government funding alone: student 
scholarships, emergency grants and special initiatives that 
address community workforce needs. These initiatives 
cannot be supported through government funding alone 
which has not kept pace with rising costs.

The MATC Foundation manages more than 200 
endowments and donor restricted funds totaling $12 
million and stewards Milwaukee PBS’ nearly $13 million 
endowment. In 2022-23, the MATC Foundation awarded 
nearly $3 million in scholarship support and student 
emergency grants.
